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1. Generalities 
 

A REE product is a finely detailed product with numerous features. Therefore, it is 

important to follow some guidelines regarding the use of your model. 

 

Remove the coach from its foam housing using the plastic protective sheet. This allows 

you to handle the model without the risk of breaking it. Then, carefully take the railcar 

and position it on the track. Using a track laying ramp can be helpful. 

 

Your model is ready to run. 

 

This model has been designed to operate on a minimum radius of 360mm.

WARRANTY 

Your model is covered by a two years parts and work warranty. This warranty will 

apply when presenting a purchase receipt with the date of purchase. 
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2. Couplers and accessories 
 

The model is delivered with one end equipped with detailed buffer beams, and the 

other end with a NEM socket featuring a standard coupler. 

A. Accessories bag 

 

In the accessories bag delivered with the model, you will find: 

- All the necessary parts to equip the second end with a functional coupler, 

- Complete detailing parts for one end.

If you wish to equip your coach with a different coupling head, you can use any 

model following the NEM 360 standard. 
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B. Coupler assembly 

 

To fit a standard coupler’s support: 

- Start by removing the coupling, hoses, and any Khéops plugs, as indicated 

below depending on the versions.  

Next, take off the skirts under the buffer beams; they are simply vertically 

plugged into the body, 

 

    

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

- Replace them with the shortened detailing parts: 
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- Insert NEM support and coupler, 

 

- Final look.  

 

To fully detail the end delivered with a coupling, follow the same steps in reverse order. 
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3. Body shell disassembly 
 

The body is held onto the chassis by a set of clips located between the passenger access 

doors. 

Lift the body by gently pulling it apart on each side and then letting the chassis slide 

downwards. 

 

To make this operation easier, there is no electric connection between body and frame. 

Careful: During reassembly, 

you must insert the chassis 

into the body diagonally on 

the passenger compartment 

side (opposite the luggage 

compartment) to position the 

ceiling above the large bench 

fixed to the body.  
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4. Electronics. 
 

The coach operates native with its interior lighting and red lights at one end in both 

analog and digital modes. It uses a simple and reliable electronic board to meet the 

needs of most customers.  

It works seamlessly in both analog and digital modes. 

 

In both analog and digital mode, the interior lighting and red lights at one end 

operate simultaneously. 

 

For digital enthusiasts who wish to control a maximum number of functions, we offer 

a complete technical solution with a decoder as spare part to control all lighting 

features: 

- Interior lighting, 

- Reversed red lights based on running direction, 

- Reversed white lights (on equipped models), 

- Reversed top lights (on equipped models). 

 

This complete kit will easily fit into the model, replacing the original electronic board. 

The replacement process takes only a few minutes and requires no soldering.
